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The restaurant offers 13 different home brewed ales, which you 
can watch them make in their brewery. If you cannot decide 
which to try, have their sample tray in the bar while eating fresh 
popcorn or peanuts. Sit back and listen to live music or get more 
involved with karaoke night on Tuesdays. But don’t just stop at 
the bar; enjoy dinner with some of the best homemade foods, 
soups and desserts that the area has to offer. They have a Pub 
Menu and they also have fine dining at the Inn. When the 
weather is inviting, you can sit out on their patio and take in the 
picturesque views of the quaint town and mountain background. 
As a family, we typically order from the Pub Menu and since 
we’ve been coming to the Station a decade ago, we’ve had no 
complaints. The chicken wings and homemade soups were a 
great suggestion from the staff, but beware, even the mild wings 
have a bite to them. They also bake their own bread from the 
grains left over from their brewery and it is very good. You really 
can't go wrong with any of their entrees - like Mom's Meatloaf that 
my own mother usually orders and raves about or mouth-
watering scallops marinated in a maple sauce that is incredible 
or spicy chili in their fresh baked bread bowl topped with melted 
cheese. And I would never leave out the dessert. Last visit my 
husband ordered the homemade moose tracks ice-cream pie, 
but all five of us had a spoon in it. All of their desserts looked 
scrumptious. I will offer this final suggestion, either before you 
eat (if there is a wait – and trust me it’s well worth the wait) or after 
you have enjoyed a deliciously filling meal, be sure to take a 

leisurely stroll in the town of Woodstock and make 
the most of your visit to the White Mountains.

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When we found out that the Lost River Gorge and Caves was part of the 
Society for the Protection of New Hampshire Forests , we were prepared for 

a great nature hike – and we were not disappointed. From the most advanced to 
the beginning novice, you cannot get lost following the Lost River. The picturesque 

wooden planked trail is very well marked and there are several friendly and informative 
guides available to assist you along the way. But fair warning, if you have a waist over 36 “ you will 

probably get squeezed in the Lemon Squeezer, just one of the many caves along the path. However, 
not to worry, all the caves are optional, so you can go through every one, just a few, or none at all. They 

are marked as easy, medium or difficult. We especially enjoyed the final cave with the river flowing through. 
Even though there are many steps along the way, you can go as slow as you want and rest along the way at the 

numerous benches provided. While you rest, be sure to take in the view of the 
caverns, waterfalls, foliage and trees and breath in the fresh, clean mountain air. The 

Lost River Gorge and Caves prides itself as being a nature site rater that an “attraction.” 
They have many different events throughout the summer season, including their famous 

candle light tours. So feel free to bring a picnic lunch or grab a snack at their cafeteria during your 
visit to the beautiful Lost River. Wear comfortable shoes and don’t forget the camera for these one of a
