Steppingstone Museum, located in the Susquehanna State Park, preserves and demonstrates the rural arts and crafts of the 1880-1920 period in 
Harford County. The Steppingstone collection is comprised of domestic arts, skilled trades and husbandry. The museum was established for the 
education of the younger generation and continues to strive to achieve this goal through a variety of guided tours and craft workshop programs. Their 
exhibits include a wood wrights shop, blacksmith shop, decoy carving shop and restored farmhouse as well as various antique farm implements. 
Steppingstone Museum also hosts special events throughout the year. In May they have a weekend Civil War Encampment, in June a Celtic Festival 
and our personal favorite is the Fall Harvest and Craft Festival. We attend every year in early fall. It's a great event for children of all ages.

Tourists can visit the Ordnance Museum at Aberdeen Proving Ground via a day pass issued at the military gate. The Museum Collection is extensive 
and varied and includes an awesome collection of tanks, fighting vehicles, artillery, bombs and missiles. Since its inception following World War I, exhibit 
activities have continued to increase and each year more visitors come to Aberdeen as the museum's reputation becomes better known. At the present 
day, with efforts from the museum's many dedicated volunteers and the Ordnance Museum Foundation, they have created meaningful and educational 
displays that illustrate the development and evolution of the US Army. In addition to providing instruction to Army personnel, it is estimated in excess of 
200,000 visitors arrive each year. It is evident to the visitor that the Foundation believes in the sanctity of the artifacts held in the museum's collection. 
They have far exceeded their goal to preserve the collection for this, and future generations, so everyone can learn from the triumphs and sacrifices 
endured by our ancestors.

For the Italian 
lover in you, try their fried eggplant with the best marinara sauce in northern Maryland. It‟s served with goat cheese and spinach which adds variation to 
the common dish. If its steak you crave, definitely go with the tender filet mignon wrapped in bacon and served with a glaze sauce. Their lamb shank 
osso bocco is also something to fall in love with. My husband and I have eaten here many times and we find that their desserts are unsurpassable. The 
“Baked Banana “with chocolate or the „Cheesecake Zango” fried in a tortilla filled with raspberries, both ala mode, are certainly worth the wait. They also 
make a mean crème brule at the Larrapin, Havre de Grace‟s premier grill.
